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3.5.3 eEnviPer project introduction

The third session waed by theTechnical Drector of Draxis, Dr Panagiotis Symeonidisyho
introduced the eEnviPer project. The presentasbowedthe overall motivation behind the
platform and the need far. Dr. Symeonidisexplained the benefits of using cloud architecture and
the suitabilityfor this platform

3.5.4 Experience of the eEnviPer Pilot§ Region of Crete andCroatia

Following thecoffee break two of the eEnviPer pilots,
the Region of Crete anthe Municipality of Krapina
Zagorje in Croatia presented their experience in the
implementation of the eEnviPerplatform Both
presentatiom showed the situation before the
implementdon of the platform (the procedures for
managing permits were confied as very time
consuming, inefficient and papbase(. They explained
that their athorities were interested in thelatform
becauseat will support their economic development by
attracting more investor&oth pilots presentethe work theyhaddone in the first year gfroject
implementationcustomsingt he pl at f or m t o ahddiesemindtey the glatfarm t y 6 s
among t he pi btessadatt ulhsee russ.e r Ilshbepgsidva DrtAnna Kagiampaki, e
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from the Crete pilotexpressed the support of the Region to innovation projects such as eEnviPe
andhighlighted the positive uptalef eEnviPer in her Region

3.5.5 Existing environmental permitting framework

Dr Stavros Karathanasis frotine Decentralsed Administration of Macedonia and Thrace presented
the newGreeklegislationon environmental perngtandthe challengeghat public authorities were
facing in its implementatiarHe stressedhat parts of thenew law were draftedn collaboration
with external experts, highlighting the need tbe scienceandtechnology in an effort to reduce
public administrationand related paper wk He also mentioned thathe Preliminary
Determination Environmental Requiremeatgstill importantand necessarfpr reducing negative
social impacts orsociety of large projectswhile for smaller projects,the factthat they were
abolishedhas significantly diminishedureaucraticoss for them respectively.

3.5.6 Cloud Computing

Mr. SerdaryYumli presented the benefits of cloud computing and typalogglation to usesand

state agenciés r.dlé neestioned thanvironmentakervicescan gainadvantages from the use of
cloud computing particularly in connection with the eEmar prgect. As he stated most
government organisations spend a significant portion of their technology budgets on procuring and
maintaining IT infrastructure, platforms and applicatiofisereforethe most immediate saving of
introducing a cloud based model would be in termslogfer IT costs by reducing or even
eliminating capital and operating expenditure and increasing hardware utilisation rates, by paying
only for the serviceactually use@nd, potentially, by reducing or redeploying their IT staff.

3.5.7 Conclusion remarks

Finally, the Managing Director of ENVECO (Environmental Protection Management &
Economics), Mr Spyros Papagrigoriou, gave a brief presentation and made the concluding remarks
of the workshop. He stressed that eEnviiegsponds tdhe needs of citizens, state and enterprises.

He also mentioned that the wbba s e d platform is very signif
expandability and the benefit to collaborate with other countries under the European Union.
Concluding, the main objectivis to combine the science and technology in an effort to reduce
public administration and related paper work.

After this section, we had a short question and answer sebtisih.questions werabouttechnical

issues andhe realworld implementation ofite eEnviPer platformThe speakerslarified any
obscure point of the presentatios and pointed out that the platform is already in use and their
feedback is crusial for the improvement of the services offered so far.

During the Workshop participants shared their views on the platform and the challenges in
implementing the eEnviPer system for public authorities. From the Feedback sheets and discussions
with the participants, it is clear that the participants were very enthusiastic hbgmiatform. They
considered that the Geographic Information Systems and the Workflow Management System are the
most valuable modules of the platform.
